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Minutes of January 24, 2007 CAC Meeting 

CAC President, Mark Pritchett opened the meeting and greeted 
the CAC membership.  He introduced Northpoint Elementary 
school Principal, Bruce Weldy. 

 
Bruce Weldy welcomed the CAC membership and provided a brief 
description of historical and current school initiatives. 

 
Mark Pritchett welcomed the CAC membership again and intro-
duced the Board of Education and District Office members who 
were present.   

 
Mark Pritchett proposed a vote to approve the minutes of the No-
vember 15, 2006 CAC Meeting.  Larry Stevig made the motion and 
a second was made by Todd Vincent.  The minutes were approved 
unanimously as presented. 
 
Mark Pritchett indicated that according to the CAC Constitution, 
during the third regular meeting of the CAC, the officers are to 
appoint a nominating committee of at least three members who are 
not currently officers and who will not be candidates for office.  
These individuals will be responsible for preparing a slate of nomi-
nees for officer positions for the 2007-2008 CAC session.  The 
slate of officers will be presented at the February meeting and 
elections will take place in March. Mark solicited volunteers and 
asked that they contact one of the officers if they wish to be con-
sidered or are in need of additional information.  
 
John Pye, Assistant Superintendent of Operations and Human 
Resources, provided an overview of the System Assessment 
Feedback Report that was developed for Unit 5 by the System 
Assessment Review Team of the Consortium for Educational 
Change.  The assessment was conducted in October 2006 and the 
assessment team consisted of members of several neighboring 
school districts’ administration and faculty members.  Our district 
will be participating in an upcoming assessment for another school 
district.    
Information shared included: 
· More than 550 Unit 5 administrators, faculty, staff, students and 

parents were interviewed in order to identify strengths and op-
portunities for system improvement. 

· The CEC Committee is currently analyzing data from the report 
and identifying how to address and implement the suggested 
items. This process aligns with the CAC report on Change Man-
agement that was presented to the Board in the spring of 2006. 

· Components reviewed under the assessment include: Shared 
Leadership, Strategic Planning, Student/Parent/Community 
Needs & Requirements, Data Collection/Analysis & Use, Staff 
Needs/Requirements, Improvement Processes, and Results. 

 
 

Loren Baele, Director of Technology, provided a presentation on 
the district’s technology program.   He stated that the CAC 
Technology Committee in 2004-05 outlined a focused approach for 
the use of technology in Unit 5.  These included: 
· Utilizing technology to monitor pre-reading skills district-wide. 
· Provide technological parity for all students and staff. 
· Information technical support assistance throughout the district. 
· Set focus for the development for the 2006-09 technology plan 

that was approved in June 2006. 
 
He also outlined the accomplishments made during the last 6 
months along with current challenges.  Accomplishments include: 
1st Skyward Rollover, portable classrooms set-up & operational, 
utilization of network monitoring, various technological 
improvements throughout the district, and the utilization of a 
technician to answer the helpdesk phone.  Some challenges 
include: network security, data center analysis, cleaning data, and 
increased access for staff and administration.  Future direction 
efforts include: data center improvements, wireless capabilities, 
and development of a data warehouse. 
 
Mark Pritchett introduced the CAC Information Sharing Reports 
portion of the meeting.  As part of their ongoing work to identify 
methods of facilitating communication between CAC stakeholders, 
including CAC members, PTO leaders, building administrators, 
district administration, and Board members, the Information 
Sharing committee has added a pilot item to the January and 
February general membership meeting agendas.  The Information 
Sharing Reports featured NCHS, KJHS, and Carlock Elementary.  
Some of the information shared for each school included: 
NCHS:   

-State Championship Football banner was raised at the NCHS 
gym during the basketball game on 1/27/07. 

-5 teachers were recognized in Who’s Who for 2006. 
-This was the only down-state school to have a student score 

a perfect 36 ACT in 2006. 
-A student won the local “I Have a Dream” Award. 

KJHS: 
-PTO is looking how to support upcoming referendum due to 

importance to the future of the district. 
-Important to note that this school feeds both NCHS and 

NCWHS. 
-Have several after-school programs to help students 

including having mentors for reading, math, and 
technology.  This provides extra attention along with a 
chance to interact with professionals in the community. 

Carlock Elementary: 
-PTO is having their first facilitated focus group activity for the 

community.  Help to ensure that people from community 
are engaged and not just parents. 

-Carlock is a rural school with their students coming from 
Carlock as well as other areas including some 
developments from the west-side of Bloomington/Normal. 

We will continue this initiative at the February meeting, with 
Towanda, Parkside and NCWHS providing reports.
