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Minutes of February 21, 2007 CAC Meeting

CAC President Mark Pritchett opened the meeting and
greeted the CAC membership. He introduced
Fairview Elementary School Principal James Shaw.

James Shaw welcomed the CAC membership and
provided a brief description of historical and current
school initiatives.

Mark Pritchett welcomed the CAC membership once
again and introduced the Board of Education and
District Office members who were present.

Mark Pritchett was unable to propose a vote to
approve the minutes of the January 24, 2007 CAC
Meeting as there were not enough CAC members
present for a quorum. These minutes will be proposed
for approval at the March meeting. One item to note is
that Steve Watts and Shelly Richard were present at
the January meeting and the record will be amended
accordingly.

Mark Pritchett indicated that according to the CAC
Constitution, the Officer Nominating Committee
presents the slate of candidates for 2007-08 CAC
officer positions at the fourth regular meeting of the
CAC. He introduced Larry Stevig to introduce the
candidates as follows: for the position of President —
Kevin Burke, for position of Vice President — Javelin
Lawrence & Mark Kotte and for Secretary — Steve
Watts. At the next meeting, each candidate will
provide a two minute talk on their background and
qualifications. The vote will take place at that meeting.

Mark Pritchett also outlined that according to the CAC
Constitution, amendments to the Constitution can be
proposed and approved by a 2/3 affirmative vote at
any general membership meeting, providing that
members were given at least one week’s notice. If
members wish to propose amendments, please
forward them to either the leadership team or to
Meghan Leiseberg.

Mark outlined the upcoming membership drive which
will start in April. All CAC members will be asked to
raise awareness of and assist with this recruitment
drive. Each year, 1/3 of the CAC membership rolls off
of their 3 year commitment which equates to one
position per school. Discussion points will be
distributed to the membership in March.

A document describing written and oral report
guidelines was distributed to the membership for
review. All written reports are due to Meghan
Leiseberg by March 19 and PowerPoint
presentations are due March 20.

Mark Pritchett introduced Dr. Alan Chapman, Unit 5
Superintendent, who provided a presentation entitled
“Preparing for Growth Progress Report”. This
presentation analyzed the district's ongoing growth
and reported the progress made in addressing the
growing student enroliment along with its impact on
our community. This presentation and associated
documents can be viewed by referencing the “Our
Growing Community” portion of the Unit 5 website.

Mark Pritchett introduced the CAC Information
Sharing Reports portion of the meeting. As part of
their ongoing work to identify methods of facilitating
communication between CAC stakeholders, including
CAC members, PTO leaders, building administrators,
district administration, and Board members, the
Information Sharing Committee has added a pilot
item to the January and February general
membership meeting agendas. The Information
Sharing Reports featured Towanda Elementary,
Parkside Elementary, and NCWHS.
