*Auditions are a graded requirement for all freshman, sophomore, and junior band students. Seniors will play the audition music for Mr. Masterman in class. Audition music will be available in early December.

CONCERT DRESS

Ladies – Black top, black slacks or skirt (must reach past the knees while seated), black hose or socks, black dress shoes (closed toes are preferred). We ask that ladies choose small earrings that will not detract from the performance.

Gentlemen – Black dress shirt, black tie, black dress pants, black belt, black dress shoes.










PROCEDURES

· Be silent when the conductor is speaking.

· Spit your gum in the trash when you enter the band room.

· Be on time. 

· Look at the board and put your music in order before rehearsal. Set out all mallets and auxiliary percussion instruments needed for the rehearsal.

· Have a pencil on your stand at all times during rehearsal.

· Have all materials for class – folder, music, pencil, instrument, accessories (valve oil, reeds, mutes, etc.), sticks, and mallets. Each student must bring his/her own folder and music to every rehearsal, even if he/she shares a stand with someone else.

· Number all measures in all music (in pencil).

· Care for school-issued music. Never write in pen on the music. Lost/damaged music will be replaced by the student. Erase markings (except measure numbers) in parts before turning in.

· Your instrument must be handled and cared for properly and in good working condition at all times.  If you have to take your instrument to the shop for repairs and won’t have it at rehearsal, bring a note signed by your parents, or have them send an email. 

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Read the schedule carefully and be prepared for each rehearsal. You are responsible for learning all pitches (fingerings/slide positions/note names, etc.), rhythms, dynamics, and articulations before the rehearsal in which the segment will be covered. 

· Don’t touch any instrument that does not belong to you.

· At the end of rehearsal, all mallets and auxiliary percussion instruments should be put away in the cabinets and the instruments covered.

· During a concert, students should maintain professionalism both during their own performance and also while listening to other ensembles. 

· If you need help with your music outside of rehearsal, please don’t hesitate to ask.






GRADING

Your band grade will be comprised of the following components: daily rehearsal participation/preparation, written homework/quizzes, and playing exams.

Concert attendance is mandatory. An unexcused absence from a required performance will result in the lowering of your quarter grade two letters as well as removal from Symphonic Winds. To receive full credit, you must be present for the entire concert.
